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Council Member Besse pointed out that there is a narrow gravel roadway area of
the property near the edge of the north corner between the property owned by the YMCA
and a pond area to the south of Winston Lake, which is not part of the first phase of
development for this project. He suggested that the City be given an easement to this
area to finish off a loop around the property which could be used as a walking trail
around the entire property.

Council Member Johnson noted that during negotiations for this project in 1995,
this concept was discussed and the principals were not interested at that time. She
expressed concern over suggesting this option since the new principals of the project do
not have prior notification.

In response to Council Member Burke's question, Mr. Derwick Paige, Deputy
City Manager, explained that the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD)
has given a verbal "okay" to fund this project contingent upon City Council's approval for
restructuring the loan.

Council Member Burke noted that many meetings have been conducted regarding
this project and she expressed concern that this is not a good time to bring up this type of
offer so far into the project.

Council Member Terry pointed out that there may be an opportunity to negotiate
with owners later on in the project's timeline to determine the feasibility of this option.

Council Member Merschel: Motion for approval.

Council Member Terry: Second. Unanimous.

Mr. Gregory M. Turner, Assistant City Manager, stated that the agreement calls

for Kernersville and Lewisville to share in the cost, with the City’s expense coming from

State and Federal funding received to provide this type of service.

Council Member Johnson requested that staff amend the resolution to clearly

reflect that fact. She made a motion to approve the item, pending this requested change

to the resolution.

Mr. Paul Norby, City/County Planning Director, explained that this proposal
would allow such small scale uses as mailing, reproduction, commercial art, and
museum/art galleries, necessary to sell art pieces. He noted that this change would also
allow the reduction of parking lot requirements if there is adequate on-street parking. No
opposition was expressed at the Planning Board hearing.

Mayor Joines asked if anyone wished to be heard on the matter. Seeing no one,
he declared the public hearing closed and asked for a motion on the item.

Council Member Merschel: Motion for approval.

Council Member Malloy: Second.

Council Member Burke inquired if the needed on-street parking spaces had
already been allotted for and if meters would need to be installed.

Mr. Norby explained that this amendment would allow a certain share of the
parking requirement to be handled by on-street parking currently available and the need
for installation of meters would have to be determined by the Transportation Director
based on demand.

The motion for approval of the item was unanimously carried.

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Mr. Norby noted that a lot of work has gone into efforts to gain the Reynoldstown
Historic District endorsement from the City and Historic Resources Commission and he
noted that this consideration will now be taken up by the State.

Council Member Johnson wished a happy birthday to Council Member Malloy
and Mayor Joines on behalf of the East Ward and the City Council.

Council Member Burke pointed out that City staff has a video on the history of
Reynoldstown and she suggested that the video be shared during the meeting tomorrow
night.

Council Member Merschel pointed out that the Rock the Block event would be
from 6:00 to 11:00 p.m. this coming Friday, September 21, 2007.

Council Member Besse stated that the Human Relations Commission would be
sponsoring the High School Race Relations Forum at 6:30 p.m. on Tuesday, September
25, 2007 and on Thursday, September 27, 2007 would be the Soul and Salsa event at
Union Baptist Church.

Mayor Joines noted that at Noon on Thursday, there would be a celebration of an
International Day of Peace on the steps of City Hall and the church bells across the city
will ring at Noon also.

G-5. PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD.

Mr. Charles Humphrey, 3525 Hemlock Drive, expressed concern about the
dissemination of news regarding taxpayers and use of their money, noting that it seems
that bad news is never advertised. He pointed out that there are concerns regarding the
Dell project, and the Council should ask more questions before offering economic

development assistance. Mr. Humphrey stated that the city seems to be losing more jobs
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than gaining, and Dell made many promises that have not been delivered upon. He
requested that future news be disseminated fairly, regardless if it is good or bad news.

Mayor Joines pointed out that the jobs at Dell are permanent as a contingency of
the loan from City.

Council Member Burke noted that when Congressman Mel Watt visited, there
was a discussion of homeowners’ issues, in particular the loss of homes due to unfair
lending. She pointed out that she is particularly interested in senior issues and Mr.
Humphrey will be allowed to express his views at her next Talk of the Town meeting.

Mayor Joines asked if anyone else wished to be heard. Seeing no one, he
declared the Public Comment Period closed and recognized Council Member Burke for a
motion.

Council Member Burke made a motion for City Council to enter into Closed
Session to begin the City Attorney's annual evaluation pursuant to N.C.G.S. 143-
318.11(a)(6).
