


Leasing Corporation (NCMLC); add funds for land purchase and design of Fire Station 19 using $500,000 from
NCMLC; add $500,000 to the street resurfacing program using the increase in property tax revenue cited above;
appropriate $900,000 from stormwater fund balance as an allocation for city participation in stormwater projects
on private property; delete the replacement of the telescopic seating for the Lawrence Joel Veterans Memorial
Coliseum (-$1,078,000); and delete the Partnership Initiative Grant of $40,000 that was eliminated by the
Federal government (Housing and Urban Development). The Finance Committee also reallocated $100,000 that
had been proposed as part of a $500,000 project for the maintenance of recreation facilities for the construction
of a walking trail at a pocket park along 14™ Street. (See Attachment 2.)

The fiscal year 2007-2008 budget document reflects the budget appropriations and program information as
adopted by the Council on June 18, 2007. The City Manager's Message and its attachments, however, are
included as they were in the proposed budget on May 21, 2007.
